Individual enrollments (Table 9) were identified from the snapshot file of the data collected via the internal
database, POISE, for the listed terms on the 11th day of classes. The student semester credit hours (SSCH) count
and full-time enroliment (FTE) presented (Table 9) are based on the corrections provided by the Arkansas
Department of Higher Education (ADHE) which can include the removal of undocumented students and classes
beginning after the 11th day of the term. Additional credit hours seen in later charts reflect these off schedule
classes. Full-time status is defined by ADHE as a 15 hour or more credit load while the national Integrated
Postsecondary Education Data System (IPEDS) uses a 12 hour minimum.

e High school student- A student who has not received a high school diploma or GED but is enrolled in
college-level courses

e Unclassified Pre-Baccalaureate- As phrased
