I. Call to order
Jennifer Baine called to order the regular meeting of the Academic Affairs Council at 10:45 a.m. on Friday, May 6, 2016, in the ADM Board Room.
II. Roll Call
The following council members were present: Jennifer Baine, Phil Ballard, Dr. Mickey Best, Dr. David Carty, Leslie Gray, Clifford Haak, Caroline Hammond, Donna Hendricks, Francis Kuykendall, Dr. Carolyn Langston, Cindy Meyer, Blake Nolan, Dr. Jennifer Parks, Jim Roomsburg, Susan Spicher, Karsten Tidwell, Ray Winiecki, and Kellye Young.
The following council members were excused: Keitha Davidson, Dr. Denise Robledo, and Amy Sturdivant.
The following council members were absent: Dr. Ken Bridges, Tracy Goodwin, Sherry Howard, Ken Kelley, Tonya Kendrix, and Shakerah Moody.
The following guests attended the meeting: Nancy Whitmore, Benjamin Cagle, and Marguerite Rodgers-Recorder.
III. Approval of minutes from last meeting
Blake Nolan made a motion to approve the minutes of the council meeting held on Friday, April 1, 2016, Cindy Meyer seconded the motion. The minutes were approved as written.
IV. Old Business
There was no old business to discuss.
V. Planning Council Report
Jennifer Baine gave the report from the last meeting of the Planning Council.
· Ms. Baine took two names changes, one for CP Paramedic and one for OTA, to the Planning Council. There was some discussion and a recommendation that the two programs be sent back to this council for further discussion. However, we did not rescind the council motion that these be taken to cabinet. Dr. Best will report further on that. 
· The Student Services retention/recruitment plan was approved.
· In Administrative Affairs, there was a recommendation that there be marked walking paths around the college campus. 


VI. VPL Information Sharing
· There have been two first-cycle reviews of the Faculty Evaluation Plan (FEP) and the role of the Assessment Coaches.
· For the FEP, there are no changes going into effect for the current plan. There was a review of the plan by the Faculty Affairs Committee and they will look into what came up during that discussion and make recommendations.
· There was a first cycle review of the Assessment Coaches. There was a general agreement between the deans, coaches and the Vice President for Learning (VPL) as to what the basic duties of the assessment coaches should be. This hasn’t gone through committee yet and needs to be finalized through the shared governance structure. 
· Dr. Best wanted to encourage everyone to be careful about what they hear through the rumor mill. He encourages people to ask questions and let him know about any concerns.
· Dr. Best said there is often confusion about where proposals should go and he said that there should be a ‘proposal protocol.’ One of the committees or a council should take up that task.
· Dr. Best also said that there should be a chain of custody on a proposal, the originator should be in charge of the chain.
· On the issue of items for the Curriculum Committee, Dr. Best said that we need to talk through the process of putting through curriculum items for approval. Recently the Community Paramedic proposal went to ADHE before our approval process was concluded. Dr. Best took responsibility for that situation.
VII. Standing Committee Reports
a. Academic Standards Committee – Chair: Karsten Tidwell
No report.
b. Basic Studies/Adult Education Committee – Chair: [Vacant]
Dr. Best reported that he’d talked with Carol Mitchell and she said that the committee had voted to disband this committee. She told him that the committee hadn’t had any business to discuss for a while, and that issues were being taken care of through other committees. Dr. Best asked for a formal proposal to this council. Mr. Ballard said that he thought this council should deal with this issue and recommend it to the administration. He made a formal proposal to this effect, Susan Spicher seconded the motion. Vote on motion: All were in favor. 


Email approving dissolution of committee
c. Curriculum Committee – Chair: Donna Hendricks
There were six proposals submitted for approval by the council:
1. The Curriculum Committee approved all three modifications for the math class. Math for Nurses will be called Math for Health Professionals, using the course description in Attachment A, and the course number will be MATH 2123 (see Attachment E (page 1). Francis Kuykendall asked if there was one proposal which detailed all items, the response was that there was not. It was suggested that this proposal be sent back to the committee, but it was mentioned that this needs to be approved now for inclusion in the catalog and for the fall.

A motion was made by Donna Hendricks for the curriculum committee. All three modifications for the math class have been approved: they are, the course description in Attachment A, the change for the course to be called Math for Health Professionals, and the change in the course prefix in Attachment E page 1. Francis Kuykendall seconded this motion. 

Caroline Hammond said that Math for Health Professionals will be taught by math and nursing faculty working as a team. 

Mr. Roomsburg asked whether we have enough math faculty available. Mr. Ballard said that this was not a problem.

Vote: All were I favor of the motion.
4. Attachment D – the Practical Nursing program is requesting approval to deliver PRNS 1111 Vocational, Legal, and Ethical Issues in Nursing as an online course.


	
Attachment D – PRNS: Vocational, Legal & Ethical Issues
This course was approved through the Distance Learning committee. It is only for the day program to see if it works and is a good option. Benjamin Cagle seconded the motion from the committee. He said that the committee had voted and approved by an email vote.
Vote: All were in favor.
5. Attachment E – This is a proposal to give Technical Math (TECH 1003) a MATH prefix and a new number, MATH 1073. Dr. Best wanted to stress that the new prefix would make the course more transferable and ensure that the instructor is properly credentialed to teach mathematics.

	
Attachment E – Proposal to give MATH prefixes to courses in other divisions
The committee motioned to approve this proposal. Blake Nolan seconded the motion.
Vote: All were in favor.
6. Attachment F – request by Occupational Therapy to remove the prerequisite of CSCI 1003 Computer and Information Processing from Introduction to Occupational Therapy, OCCU 1003. When students transfer into SouthArk for the last semester of pre-requisite courses prior to entrance into the program, they often lack this computer course. Many have a more business related course, or a lower level computer course, but not equivalent to CSCI 1003. It has not been found that a lack of CSCI 1003 hinders success with OCCU 1003.
	
Attachment F – Course description change for OCCU 1003
The committee motioned to approve, Ms. Spicher seconded the motion.
Vote: All were in favor.
d. Distance Learning Committee – Chair: Dr. Denise Robledo
In the absence of Dr. Denise Robledo, Benjamin Cagle reported for the committee. There is a policy in place to get a course online for the first time. Part of that process is a proposal that is approved by the dean (Dean Hammond) and that is brought forward to the Distance Learning Advisory Committee that made an exemption to the timeline and that was approved unanimously. Part of the policies and procedures called for a course review. In answer to Dr. Best’s question, Mr. Cagle said that approving an online course does not lock it in to be just taught online. Ms. Spicher asked if hybrid courses were included in the approval process. Mr. Cagle responded that if there is an official online component, then it has to be approved through the committee.
e. Faculty Affairs Committee – Chair: Dr. Ken Bridges
In the absence of Dr. Ken Bridges, Nancy Whitmore reported for the committee. She said that the committee has been working on the committee structure and they have a couple of proposals that need to go to the faculty. This process has been ongoing for a while now. Dr. Best said that shared governance could be an issue when HLC comes in. 
f. Faculty Course Assessment Committee – Chair: Jennifer Baine
The assessment review team (AART) met and discussed recommendations regarding professional development. Once the assessment reports go through the professional development committee, the cycle will be complete. Next week is assessment week, and the reports will be entered into Weave. Dr. Best said that at convocation we will celebrate the success of assessment.

A motion was made by Phil Ballard to extend the meeting time beyond an hour, it was seconded by Susan Spicher. All were in favor.
g. Library Committee – Chair: Dr. Carolyn Langston
Dr. Langston reported that the Library Endowed Fund has passed $16,000. She then deferred to Benjamin Cagle who gave a report on Credo. There is a course built in Blackboard that is almost finished. If anyone is interested in putting a module into their course they should contact him. He would then enroll that person into the course and would decide what modules they would like. Ms. Whitmore asked if information on this could be included in convocation.
VIII. New Business
It was mentioned that this is the last meeting for Francis Kuykendall, Library Director, and for Phil Ballard, Dean of Liberal Arts, as they are both retiring. They will be sorely missed.
IX. Adjournment
A motion to adjourn was made by Dr. Langston and seconded by Caroline Hammond. The meeting was adjourned at 11:50 a.m.

The Early Alert System  
In an effort to ensure student retention and success, South Arkansas Community College employs an Early Alert 
System to identify and support at-risk students as soon as possible in a given semester. The intent of Early Alert is to 
provide this assistance while there is still time to address behaviors or issues that have the potential of preventing 
students from completing their courses and degree plans. Students referred through the Early Alert System will be 
required to work on a corrective action plan with their student advising coach and to include attendance accountability 
and mandatory academic tutoring either in the academic division or in the Testing and Learning Center (TLC).  
 
Once the Student Advising Coach has met with the referred student, and again when the student has met the 
prescribed corrective actions, the coach will update the Early Alert System so that the instructor is kept informed of 
the progress in resolving issues.  


Course Requirements 


VLE is a 1 hour course within the Nursing Program.  This course is being delivered in the on-line setting in conjunction 
with other nursing courses.   


The course requirements are listed in the course syllabus and on Blackboard.  Please read the requirements carefully 
and pay special attention to the due dates. 


There are 4 units in this course.  Each unit covers of 1 or 2 chapter(s) from the deWit Fundamental Concepts and 
Skills for Nursing textbook.  It will benefit you to read the corresponding chapters before beginning the homework 
assignments for each unit.  You will find each unit under the "Units" tab on the left side of this page.   


A power point presentation is provided for each chapter.  This power point presentation should act as a guide for 
reading the chapter and taking notes.  
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Each unit has a homework assignment.  Homework assignments are designed to help you become more familiar with 
the unit material.  Each homework assignment is due on Friday night before midnight and should be submitted to 
Blackboard.  These assignments are 5% of the VLE grade. 


Each unit has an exam, with the exception of Unit 3 (the exam is a discussion board post). Exams are to be 
completed before midnight on the Monday night following the unit homework assignment due date.  Exams are timed 
and only 1 attempt is allowed.  This means you should make sure you have plenty of time to take the exam and that 
you have a dependable computer/internet connection available.  Exams are 85% of the VLE grade. 


The Final Exam is due 2 days after the Unit 4 exam.  It is also timed.  It is worth 10% of the VLE grade.

Students are expected to read the assigned chapters, and complete assigned work. Successful completion of Legal & 
Ethical will be determined by a grade of 80% or above. 


1. All pop quizzes, worksheets, and take home assignments: 5% 
2. Unit exams: 85%  
3. Final exam: 10%  
 
Pop quizzes will be given at the discretion of the instructor. If the student is not present (in the classroom) when a pop 
quiz is announced or administered, the student will not be allowed to make up the quiz and will be given a zero for 
that quiz. 


Unit exams will be given as scheduled on the class calendar unless advised otherwise. 


Make-up exams must be made up on the first day back to school. All exams will have a maximum value of 88% per 
the handbook. All exams not taken at the scheduled time will be considered as late and will have a maximum value of 
88%. 


Final exam will be a comprehensive examination and will account for 10% of the total grade for Legal & Ethical. 


*Each student will be allowed only one attempt on any unit examination. Each student will be allowed only one 
attempt on the final examination. 


All graded exams are returned for a brief period to the student for review. All exams and scantrons will remain the 
property of the instructor. Students should keep a record of their grades and grades will also be available on 
Blackboard in a timely manner.
